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They have been killing and polluting since World War I. Today terrorist groups covet them
and governments spend billions trying to get rid of them. Yet, we still do not always know
where they are and how to secure them. Chemical weapons, which the world awakened
to, once more in Syria, are still a nightmare.

This investigation takes us from the Pentagon, to the siege of the OPCW in la Haye,
from refugees Camps in Turkey, Syria and Irak to Japan and China to tell the timely
and fascinating story of the past, present, and future of these terrifying weapons. With
unprecedented access to weapons inspectors, government officials, and the personal
testimony of those who have experienced this horror, we will learn how these weapons
came to be, how hard they are to control, how dangerous they are, and how - as
terrorists plot to get them - international efforts to control them are ushering a new era of
cooperation.
